Presidential Address by Prof. Prem Krishna, President, IITR Alumni Association
Distinguished Guests; Dear Alumni, particularly the Silver Jubilee alumni, and, their families; Ladies and Gentleman:

I welcome you all to this Annual General Meeting of the Alumni Association. . I particularly wish to felicitate our Silver Jubilee Alumni of the 1989 batch, who are coming to the campus 25 years after they left the portals of this great institution. Those of our alumni, who are visiting the campus after many years would have noticed quite a few changes. In fact our great Alma Mater has been in a progressive, dynamic mode throughout its long history since 1847 – the longest history in engineering education in the Country, and, perhaps the third longest in the world. Today it stands as one of the top few institutions of higher learning and research in engineering, science and technology in India, along with other much younger peers. We had also been given the responsibility of mentoring a newly created IIT Mandi in the state of Himachal Pradesh. First batch of students admitted to IIT Mandi has received education at IIT Roorkee Campus itself. 

As most of you would be aware, all IITs have increased their intake of students at all levels. As on today, there are 7114 students on roll of IIT Roorkee consisting of 3930 B. Tech / B. Arch / IDD / Intergrated M.Tech., 2150 Post Graduate and 1034 Ph.D. Students. This figure is likely to increase to around 8800 in next few years.  

The challenges of educating and housing this increased intake is an enormous task. You might have noticed a large number of new buildings under a massive construction drive that is taking place in the campus. With land being a scarce resource, we have no option but to grow vertically.

 In addition to a 365 acre campus at Roorkee and 25 acre campus at Saharanpur, construction of 10 acre extension campus of IIT Roorkee in Greater Noida is also complete. A large number of parallel initiatives are also being undertaken to remove obsolescence in infrastructure and laboratories to keep pace with the changing technologies, so that our products can meet the challenges of real world. The campuses at Roorkee as well as at Saharanpur including all the rooms in bhawans (hostels) have Internet connectivity. 

I am sure, during your stay, you will have the opportunity to go round the campus and see some of the new facilities that have been created like the new library, upgraded sports facilities in addition to your own departments. 

I hope that you will have a pleasant stay in the campus and will continue to support your alma mater in whatever way you can in future also.

65.9 To consider the by-laws of IIT Roorkee Alumni Association pertaining to local chapters.

Bye Laws Pertaining to Local Chapters

	(7)
Local Chapters

(a) The relationship of the parent Association with the Local Chapters will be governed by bye-laws of the Association.

(b) The Executive committee may recognize a Local Chapter of the Association in any city provided it has 20 members enrolled. A centre with less than 20 members but more than five members will be recognized as a Sub-Chapter and it will be attached to the Local Chapter.

(c) The Local Chapters shall not be normally, under the financial control of the Parent Association at Roorkee. However, if any Local Chapter organizes an activity using the name and patronage of the parent body, they will transfer 20% savings from the activity to corpus fund of the parent body at IIT Roorkee.

(d) The Local Chapters should normally hold activities pertaining to their jurisdiction only. The jurisdiction of Local Chapters will be defined by the parent body from time to time. 
(e) Local Chapters will take prior approval of the parent body before organizing events of regional/national/global nature involving members beyond their jurisdiction.

(f) In case annual revenue of a chapter exceeds one lakh, the accounts must be audited and certified copies of the balance sheet and audit report submitted to the parent body at Roorkee.
	(7)  Local Chapters

(a) As alumni of IITR are spread all over India and abroad, it is desired that they get connected through the Local Chapters & exchange their professional / cultural experiences for their own benefit and the society at large. 

(b) These centres will function independently and in no way will be connected to IITRAA financially. 

(c) In any city / region, a collection of 25 or more alumni can, and are encouraged to form a Local Chapter. Normally there will be one chapter per city in India and one per country abroad.

(d) This is besides any informal group activities, wherever alumni groups may so wish. In, such cases, a coordinator may be chosen, in order to facilitate connectivity.

(e) Each Local Chapter will be served by an Executive Committee (EC) with a Chairman, a Secretary, a Treasurer and a minimum of 3 Executive Members. Tenure of an EC shall be of 2 years. The names along with their contact details will be communicated to IITRAA. 

(f) Local Chapter shall organise at least 1 activity in a year.
