Presidential Address by Prof. Prem Krishna, President, IITR Alumni Association
Distinguished Guests; Dear Alumni, particularly the Silver Jubilee alumni, and, their families; Ladies and Gentleman:

I have great pleasure in welcoming you all to this, the 66th Annual General Meeting of the IIT Roorkee Alumni Association. I particularly wish to felicitate  our Silver Jubilee Alumni of the 1990 batch, who left the portals of this great institution 25 years back. This was then the University of Roorkee, and as is well known got converted to an IIT in 2001. In fact this is its fourth avtaar in its long history since 1847 – the longest in engineering education in the Country. The important thing of which the Roorkee alumni can be proud, is that a tradition of excellence has been maintained, in whatever may have been the name or system under which the institution functioned. There have been changes all along but the most staggering is that on January 1848 there were 06 students, and, today this number is close to ten thousand!
The alumni have served the cause of National development admirably while also making their presence felt internationally. There is a large number, whose names one can reel out, of those of our alumni who reached the top positions in whatever vocation they got associated with. While some decades ago – there was a limited spectrum of opportunities for technical graduates – mostly in the public sector, today there is a much wider horizon created by the growth of the public sector and the industry following the opening up of the economy in the 1990s.The Silver  Jubilee batch, which has grown with this change, and whom we are greeting today, has experienced this change directly.

The IITR Alumni Association has strength of about thirty thousand members spread across the globe. This is a reservoir of highly competent technical hands with a great potential – a “brain deposit” to use PM Modi’s terminology – National as well as International. The young alumni who inherit this wonderful band of Roorkee alumni year after year, have every reason to be proud of it. However, in order that the alumni as individuals or groups can tap the potential better, it is imperative that there is good connectivity. In this day and age of a strong e- media, this is not a problem, provided that a good database of contact information is available. Considerable effort has been made in this direction and there is good progress so far – though there is still some more remains to be done. A professional outfit has been given the contract to improve the contact database, and improve and maintain the IITRAA website. We are also working towards introducing an ‘on–line’ election process for electing the Executive Council 2015-16, which will enable much wider participation compared to earlier years.

Furthermore the issue of a bimonthly e-Newsletter since July 2014 has helped in bringing out news of our alumni. We are hoping also to bring out ‘memorabilia’- volumes called ‘SMRITIKA’ for the degree recipients of 2016. In all these new initiatives the support and cooperation from the Director, Professor Pradipta Banerjee and the Dean AAIR, Prof. Sandip Singh. has been invaluable.

Before I end, I wish to congratulate the Silver Jubilee alumni and earnestly hope that they will carry fond memories of this re-union, and, return to the campus for their, Coral, Ruby, Golden, and, Diamond Jubilees. I thank all of you who have come to attend this Annual General Body Meeting, and have given me a patient hearing.

It is a great pleasure for me to present the Annual Report of the IITR Alumni Association for the period of November 01, 2014 to October 31, 2015. This report presents various activities undertaken by the Association during given time frame.

Membership

The membership of the Alumni Association is increasing steadily. At present, we have 30351 members as against 28330 members during the last year i.e. as on October 31, 2015. We have enrolled these members in the period since 1941. Looking into the present trend, it is likely to touch the magic number 50000 in next 15 years. If you remember, during your days of studies the number of students admitted was only 400-500, which are now a days about 1500 (which is approximately 3 to 4 Times).  
Finance and Accounts

Jubilee Alumni Meet - 2014
The 2014 Jubilee Functions for the Alumni included customary Silver (25 years), Golden (50 Years) and Diamond (60 years) Jubilees, besides the two new additions, the Coral (35 years) and Ruby (40 years) introduced this time.

Annexure – 3 
Some points regarding the functioning of IITRAA raised by a few alumni members were clarified in detail to the house during the AGBM.

Point 1: Notice for AGBM to all Members
The house was informed that the notice of AGBM is sent to all members as per all databases available with IITRAA. 

The house appreciated it and desired to enhance the database. It was further informed to the house that the continuous efforts are being made to update the database.
Point 2: Fees collected from students and remittances to IITRAA
Regarding this issue it was informed to the house that IIT Roorkee collects security deposit from its students. At the time of passing out, they are transferring the alumni life membership fee to IITRAA. Further, the details of year wise transfer of amount have been sought from accounts and academic sections of IITR.

Point 3: Break up of Honorarium and names of recipients
A detailed table has been presented during AGBM giving names and amount paid yearwise as honorarium.
